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GIRIS

9 Agustos 1965 tarihinde bagimsizligini ilan eden Singapur ile lilkemiz arasinda diplomatik
iliskiler 12 Subat 1969 tarihinde kurulmus, 9 Ekim 1984 tarihinde ¢ikarilan Bakanlar Kurulu
karar1 uyarinca Biiytikel¢iligimiz 1 Kasim 1985 tarihinde faaliyete gegmistir.

Ozellikle 19.yy’m baslarindan itibaren Osmanli Imparatorlugu ile bolgenin énemli ticaret
merkezi sifatin1 tasimis olan Singapur arasinda belirli 6lgekte ve bolgesel etkilesimlere agik
temaslar kuruldugu goriilmektedir. Nitekim tarihin bu doneminde cereyan etmis ikili iligkiler
ve temaslar hakkinda ¢esitli yayinlarda yararl bilgilere ulasmak miimkiindiir.

Bu yayinlarin incelenmesi sonucunda ozellikle, Singapur’da 1901-1903 yillar1 arasinda
gorev yapmis olan ve mezar1 da burada bulunan Baskonsolos Ahmed Ataullah Efendi ile
Bagkonsoloslugun faaliyetlerinin miimkiin oldugunca arsiv belgeleri ile kayit altina alinarak
Biiyiikel¢iligimiz kiitiiphanesinde hak ettigi yeri almasi gerektigine inanilmstir.

Bu dogrultuda baslattigimiz galismalar ¢ergevesinde, Singapur ile iligskilerimizin daha da
geriye giderek 19.yy’in ortalarina kadar uzandig1 ve ilk Konsoloslugumuzun burada 1865
yilinda, ilk muvazzaf Baskonsoloslugumuzun ise 1901 yilinda Ahmed Ataullah Efendi ile
birlikte acgildigr gerek Bakanligimizin Osmanli Arsivlerinden temin ettigi, gerek Singapur
Arsivlerinden saglanabilmis olan ¢ok degerli kayitlar ile belgelendirilmistir. Singapur’da
1865 yilinda faaliyete gecen temsilciligimizin Gilineydogu Asya bolgesinde agilan ilk Tiirk

Anilan bilgi ve belgelerin bir araya getirilmesi neticesinde, Singapur ile iligkilerimizin
tarithine iligkin ve daha ziyade belge agirlikli olan s6z konusu ¢alisma ortaya ¢ikmistir. Bu
calismanin  tabiatiyla Osmanli, Ingiliz, Malezya ve Hollanda arsivlerinde
gerceklestirilebilecek incelemelerle daha da ileri gotiiriilmesi yararli olacaktir.

Temmuz 2012°de Ankara’da ilk Biiyiikel¢iligini agan Singapur Disisleri Bakanlig
yetkililerinin de ikili iliskilerimizin tarihi hakkinda bilgi sahibi olmaktan benzer sekilde
heyecanlandiklarini gérmek benim igin cesaretlendirici olmustur.

Bu vesile ile bu ¢alismada bana ciddi katkilarda bulunan basta, kendi aile koleksiyonlarinda
bulunan ilk Baskonsolosa ait bazi1 fotograflari ve notlar1 benimle paylasan, Ahmed Ataullah
Efendi’nin kii¢iik kardesinin torunu Hesham Neametullah Effendi olmak iizere, halen
Malezya toprag: sayilan Singapur’daki mezarlig1 ziyaret etmemi saglayan Syed Hassan Al-
Attas’a, Giliney Afrika’da yasayan Hesham Effendi ile irtibata gegmemi saglayan ve bazi
belgelerin giiniimiiz Tiirkcesine ¢evrilmesinde yardimci olan Atatiirk Universitesi Rektor
Yardimcis1 Prof. Dr. Sadi Cogenli’ye, Osmanlica belgelerin terciimelerini sadelestiren
Diyanet Isleri Baskanligi mensubu Hiiseyin Izgi’ye, Singapur Arsivlerine ait belgeleri
bizimle paylasan Singapur Ulusal Kiiltiirel Miras Kurulu Bagkan1 Ong Yew Huat ile
Singapur Milli Arsivler Direktorleri Eric Tan ile Eric Chin’e ve son olarak T.C. Disisleri
Bakanlig1 ile Singapur Biiytikel¢iligimizdeki mesai arkadaglarima tesekkiir ederim.

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TARIHTE TURKIYE - SINGAPUR IiLISKILERI

I slamiyetin 12. yy’da yayilmaya basladigi Malezya topraklarinda 15.yy baslarinda Malay
Sultanlig1 kurulmus, Johor Sultanlig1 19.yy’a kadar Malezya topraklarini ve civarindaki
adalar1 kontrol altina almistir.

Johor Sultanliginin miilkii olup 16.yy’da Portekiz’in, 17.yy’da da Hollanda’nin hakimiyetine
giren balik¢1 adas1 Singapur, Sultanligin izni ile 1819 yilinda Britanya Dogu Hindistan
Kumpanyasma ait bir ticaret ofisine ev sahipligi yapmis, bunu takiben 1824 yilinda
Britanya’nin hakimiyetine girmis, 1826’da da Ingiliz Bogaz Kolonilerinin (the British Straits
Settlements) yonetim merkezi haline gelmistir.

Adadaki Ingiliz hakimiyeti Japonya’nin isgaline ugradigi 1941-45 yillar1 haricinde, yeni
kurulan Malezya Federasyonu'na katildigi 1963 yilina kadar stirmiistiir. Ancak Malaylar ve
Cinliler arasindaki anlasmazliklar yiiziinden birligin basarili olamamasini takiben Singapur
1965'te federasyondan aynlarak tam bagimsizligina kavusmustur.

Bu tarihi perspektif icerisinde, ancak 19.yy’in ortalarina kadar izi siiriilebilen Singapur ile
iligkilerimizi, glineydogu Asya’nin énemli Miisliiman {ilkeleri olan Malezya ve Endonezya
ile temaslardan ve ayrica Ingiltere ile Hollanda nin bolgedeki Osmanli politikasma bakis
acisindan soyutlayarak incelemek miimkiin degildir.

Tarihte, Malezya ve Endonezya ile Dogu Akdeniz ve Ortadogu bdlgesi arasindaki iligkiler
daha ziyade bati-dogu istikametinde ticaret amaci ile dogu-bati istikametinde ise
Miisliimanlarin hac ziyaretleri ile sekillenmistir.

Osmanl1 Imparatorlugu her zaman giineydogu Asya halklar1 i¢in en giiglii Miisliiman iilke
kimligini tasimis, Portekiz, Hollanda ve Ingiltere somiirgeciligine kars1 miicadelelerinde
timit kaynag1 olmustur. Nitekim 16.yy’da, Sumatra Adasi’nin kuzeyinde bulunan Aceh
Sultanliginin Portekizlilere kars1 yardim talep etmesi tizerine Osmanli’nin Aceh’e asker ve
silah gdndermesi Osmanli devletinin bolge ile ilk iliskilerinden biri olarak bilinmektedir.

Miiteakip iki yiizyill boyunca Osmanli’min daha ziyade kendi bdlgesi ile ilgilenmek
durumunda kalmasi nedeniyle giineydogu Asya’ya pek zaman ayiramadigi, ancak bolge
liderlerinin Osmanli’ya bakis agisinin hi¢ degismedigi ve iliskilerin ticaret ve din adami
egitimi ve ziyaretleri gibi dini alanlarda siirdiiriildiigii gortilmektedir.

19. yy ortalar1 ile birlikte bolgedeki Misliman {ilke liderlerinin yine Osmanli
Imparatorluguna, bu kez Hollanda ve Ingiltere somiirgeciligine kars1 korunma ve Aceh’in
Osmanl sijjesi olarak kabul edilme taleplerini ilettikleri, Osmanli’nin da giderek bolge ile
daha fazla ilgilenmeye basladigi anlasilmaktadir. Osmanli’nin bu taleplere elinden
geldigince yanit vermeye ¢alismast Malezya ve Endonezya’da milliyetciligin ve
somiirgecilik karsiti akimlarin dogmasina yardimer olmus, bu egilim Ingiliz ve Hollanda
somiirge devletleri tarafindan Osmanli’nin Pan Islamizm giicii olarak nitelendirilmis ve ciddi
endise kaynagi olmustur.



Esasen Tiirk ve Malay diinyasi arasinda yogun iligkiler kurulmasina yol acan Aceh sorunu
bu endiseyi iist seviyelere tasimistir. 1868 yilinda Hollanda’nin Aceh’i ele gegirmek
istemesi iizerine Aceh Sultanmin Istanbul’a -1500’lerde oldugu gibi- génderdigi bir elgi ile
yardim talep etmesi Osmanli dis politikasinin giindemine oturmus, gerek Mithat Pasa gerek
Istanbul’da yayinlanan Basiret gazetesi Aceh’e bir Osmanl filosu gonderilmesi ¢agrisinda
bulunmuslar, bu gelisme Hollanda’da dikkat ve endiseyle izlenmis, ancak Osmanli’nin o
donemdeki ekonomik ve siyasi giicii Aceh’e istenen yardimin gonderilmesine imkan
vermemistir.

Mamafih, Osmanli imparatorlugu bu dénemde Giiney Dogu Asya’da yasayan hem kendi
tebaasina, hem de Malay ve Arap kokenli Miisliman niifusa hizmet vermek tizere bolgede
resmi temsilcilikler agma niyetini giindeme getirmis, ancak Hollanda ve Ingiltere buralarda
Tiirk konsolosluklar1 agilmasina uzun siire sicak bakmamuislardir. Bununla birlikte, kendi
menfaatleri dogrultusunda Osmanli eyaletlerinde temsilcilik agmak isteyen Ingiltere,
Hollanda’nin itirazlarma ragmen tutumunu degistirerek 1864 yilinda Singapur’da bir
Osmanli temsilciligi agilmasina riza gostermistir.

ILK KONSOLOSLUK — 1865

Y azili kaynaklardan, 19.yy’in baslarinda giiney Yemen’den Malay bdlgesine ve
dolayisiyla Johor ve Singapur’a gelen Hadrami tiiccarlarin zamanla biiyiik niifuz sahibi
olduklari, bunlardan o6zellikle Aljunied (el Djenid), Alsagoff ve Alkaff ailelerinin Singapur
toplumuna dini, ekonomik ve idari anlamlarda Onemli katkilarda bulunduklar
anlagilmaktadir. Giiniimiizde de amilan aileler Singapur’da biyiik saygmliklar ile
taninmaktadirlar. Ayn1 donemlerde 6zellikle Aljunied ve Alsagoff ailelerinin bolgeye ilgi
gostermeye baslayan Osmanli’nin temaslarinda 6n plana ¢iktiklar1 gériilmektedir.

Bazi kaynaklarda, Osmanli’nin Hadramileri hi¢cbir zaman yonetmemis oldugu, buna karsin
Singapur’a yerlesmis olan Hadramilerin kendilerini Osmanli siijesi olarak takdim etmeye
calismalarinin Ingilizleri rahatsiz ettigi iddia edilmektedir. Diger taraftan Singapur
orneginde oldugu gibi, ancak vatandasin atanabilecegi Konsolosluk gorevine bir Hadraminin
atanmasi o donemde Osmanli’nin da Hadramileri kendi tebaasi olarak kabul ettigi kanaatini
uyandirmaktadir.

Nitekim, Osmanlilarca Singapur’da Konsolos olarak gorevlendirilecek kisi olarak burada
mukim Osmanli tebaasi sayillan Hadramiler arasindan bir kisi arayisina girilmis ve Said
Abdullah bin Omer el Djenid’in iizerinde durulmustur.

Said Abdullah bin Omer el Djenid’in babast Said Omar bin Ali el Djenid (1792-1852)
Palembang’tan (Endonezya) gelerek Singapur’a yerlesmis ilk Hadrami tiiccarlardan olup
baharat ve pamuk ticareti ile kisa zamanda taninmis ve zengin bir i adami olmustur.

1820 yilinda adanin ilk camisi olan Masjid Omar Kampong Melaka’y1 insa ettiren kisidir.
Minaresiz olarak insa edilmis olan cami, 1855 yilinda (daha sonra Tiirk Konsolosu olan)
oglu Said Abdullah bin Omer el Djenid tarafindan yenilenmis, 1981-82 yillarinda restore
edilmis, 1985 yilinda ise camiye kubbeli bir minare ilave edilmistir. Cami 2001 yilinda
“Tarihi Eser” kimligine kavusmustur.



Hayirseverligi ile taninan Aljunied ailesinin Singapur’a katkist sadece anilan cami ile sinirl
kalmamuis, aile cesitli okul, hastane ve dini kuruluslara maddi yardim ve bagislarla da
sayginlik kazanmis, sonucunda Aljunied’lerin oturdugu mahalleye kendi isimleri verilmistir.
Bugiin Aljunied ismiyle bir se¢im bolgesi de bulunmaktadir

Osmanlilarin konsolos se¢imine iliskin bu tercihi dogrultusunda ilk olarak zamanin Londra
Sefiri Kostaki Musurus tarafindan 30 Haziran 1864 tarihli bir yazi ile Osmanli Hariciye
Nezareti’ne, Hadrami tiiccarlardan Said Abdullah bin Omer el Djenid’in (Seyyid Abdullah
bin Omer el-Cenid veya Syed Abdullah bin Omer al-Junied) atanmas1 6nerilmistir (Ek 1).
Anilan 6neri Hariciye Nezareti’nde 21 Temmuz 1864 tarihli bir yazi ekinde olumlu goriisle
ist makama sunulmustur (EK 2).

Osmanli Arsiv kayitlarindan, Londra Sefiri Kostaki Musurus’un 22 Eyliil 1864 tarihinde
Ingiltere Digisleri Bakanligina génderdigi bir Nota ile Said Abdullah bin Omer el Djenid’in
Singapur’a Tiirk Konsolosu olarak atanmasinin Osmanli Padigahi tarafindan onaylandigina
iliskin belgeyi ilettigi ve Kralige nin onayini (Exequatur) rica ettigi anlasilmaktadir. Birlesik
Krallik Disisleri Bakaninin (Earl Russell) Kostaki Bey’e gonderdigi 26 Eyliil 1864 tarihli
cevabi mektubundan da gerekli onayin Kralige tarafindan verildigi gériilmektedir (EK 3).

Adi1 gecenin Singapur’a Konsolos olarak atanmasimin Kralige tarafindan onaylandigi The
London Gazette’in (Resmi Gazete) 27 Eyliil 1864 tarih ve 22897-4615 sayili niishasinda
yayimlanmistir (Ek 4).

Singapur Idaresi’nin 5 Aralik 1864 tarihli Giinliik Kayitlarinda (el yazisi ile) Singapur’un
bagli bulundugu Hindistan Hiikiimeti Genel Sekreteri’nin 22 Kasim 1864 tarihinde Said
Abdullah bin Omar al Junied’in Singapur’a Tiirk Konsolosu olarak atandigini ve itiraz
olmadig1 takdirde bunun tanmnacagimm bildirdigine (Ek 5)* ve bu konuda bir itiraz
olmadigina isaret edilmektedir (Ek 6)*.

Londra Biiyiikelgisi Kostaki Musurus 31 Aralik 1864 tarihinde Said Abdullah bin Omer el
Djenid’e gonderdigi yazi ile Singapur’a Konsolos olarak atanmasina iligkin islemlerin
tamamlandigini bildirmis, kendisini kutlamis ve Osmanli Hiikiimeti’nin gostermis oldugu
giivene layik olacagindan emin oldugunu vurgulamistir (Ek 7).

Hindistan Hiikiimeti Genel Sekreteri imzasiyla 10 Subat 1865 tarihli Singapur Resmi
Gazetesinde yayinlanan Hariciye Departmani’nin 31 Ocak 1865 tarihli duyurusunda
Hindistan Genel Valisi’nin “Syud Abdullah bin Omer-el-Djimid”in Singapur’a Tiirk
Konsolosu olarak atanmasini memnuniyetle kabul ettigi belirtilmektedir (Ek 8)*.

18 Subat 1865 tarihli Singapur Idaresi Giinliik kayitlar1 (Ek 9)* ile 3 Mart 1865 tarihli
Singapur Resmi Gazetesi’nde yayinlanan Hariciye Departmani’nin 22 Subat 1865 tarihli
duyurusunda (Ek 10)* adi gegenin atandiginin belirtilmis olmasindan Said Abdullah bin
Omer el Djenid’in 1865 yilinin hemen basinda Singapur’daki ilk Osmanli Konsoloslugunu
hizmete ac¢tig1 anlasilmaktadir.

Hollanda Said Abdullah bin Omer el Djenid’in Singapur’da Osmanli Konsolosu olarak
atanmasindan biiylik rahatsizlik duymus ve adi gecenin 6zellikle Mekke’ye hacca gitmek
icin Singapur’a gelen basta Endonezyalilar olmak iizere tiim bdlge Miisliimanlar1 tarafindan
Halife’nin ruhani ve siyasi temsilcisi olarak goriilmesini hi¢ hos karsilamamustir.

Ilk Konsoloslugun nerede acildig1 ve Said Abdullah bin Omer el Djenid’in ¢aligmalar
hakkinda elimizde yeterli bilgi bulunmamaktadir. Bu konuda bulunabilen iki belge, 3 Mart
1965 tarihli Singapur Idaresi Giinliik kayitlart (Ek 11)* ile Singapur Resmi Gazetesi’nde
yayinlanan Hariciye Departmani’nin 10 Mart 1865 tarihli duyurusu (Ek 12)* olup,
bunlardan Tiirk Konsolosunun bir siire i¢in Singapur’dan ayrildig1 ve yoklugunda kendisine
vekalet etmek tizere kardesi Said Junaid bin Omar Aljunied’i yetkilendirdigi
anlasilmaktadir.

Konsolosun kisa siire i¢inde vefat etmesi tizerine, Osmanli Devleti, bu sahsin yerine
yukarida bahsi gecen kardesi Said Junaid’i atamak istemis, ancak Ingiliz Hiikiimeti,
Hollanda’nin da baskisiyla bu isme sicak bakmamistir. Nitekim Osmanli Arsivlerinden
temin edilen 17 Mayis 1866 tarih ve 16545-72 sayili Hariciye Nezareti tarafindan Londra
Sefiri Kostaki Bey’e gonderilen Fransizca bir yazida bu hususa deginilmektedir (Ek 13).

Hariciye Nezareti’nden Bagvekalet’e (Basbakanlik) gonderilen, 9 Mayis 1882 tarihli bir
yazida Said Abdullah bin Omer el Djenid’in 6liimil iizerine, yerine vekalet etmekte oldugu
belirtilen kardesi Said Junaid’in resmi olarak atanmasinin Londra Biiyiikelgiligince
onerildigi (Ek 14), 22 ve 23 Mayis 1882 tarihli yazida da bunun Padisah katinda onaylandigi
(Ek 15) kaydedilmektedir. Mamafih bu atamanimn Ingiltere tarafindan onaylandigina ve
uygulamaya konulduguna dair bir belge/bilgiye rastlanilmamistir. Ancak, Said Junaid’in
kardesinin 6ldiigii tarihten 1880’lere kadar Singapur’a resmi olarak atanmasinin siirekli
olarak giindemde tutuldugu anlasilmaktadir.

Diger taraftan, konuya iliskin yayinlarda Said Junaid’in Singapur’da Fahri Konsolos gibi
itibar gdrdiigii, Ingiltere’nin de adi gecenin unvansiz olarak Tiirk menfaatlerine hizmet
etmesine karsi ¢tkmadig kaydedilmektedir.

1880’lerde ise Osmanli Devleti’nin Singapur ve bolge yetkilileri arasi temaslarinda bu kez
Syed Mohamed Alsagoff isimli bir baska Yemen kokenli ve zengin isadaminin 6n plana
ciktig1 ve ad1 gecenin yine fahri konsolos gibi hareket ettigi goriilmektedir.

Alsagoff, sahibi oldugu “Singapore Steamship and Co.” firmasi ile ozellikle Malay
diinyasindan hacilarin Mekke ve Medine’ye tasinmasinda 6nemli rol oynamis, bdylece
Istanbul ile giiclii iliskiler kurmus, buna karsilik Osmanli da kendisinden hacilarin seyahat
kosullarinin diizeltilmesini talep etmistir.

Syed Mohamed Alsagoff’un ¢ok sik Avrupa’ya ve Istanbul’a is seyahatleri yaptig1, bu arada
Singapur’a Konsolos olarak atanabilmesini teminen Istanbul’da temaslarda bulundugu,
Osmanli’nin bu atamaya sicak bakmasina karsilik Ingiltere’nin bu hususa mesafeli yaklastig1
anlasilmaktadir. Ingiltere olumsuz goriisiinii, Osmanli’'nin Singapur’da fazla ticari
menfaatleri bulunmadigi gerekgesine dayandirmissa da, esasinda Alsagoff’un asir1 dindar
kisiliginden rahatsizlik duydugu ve oOzellikle Malay Hacilarin Mekke’ye intikalinde
Alsagoff’un Osmanlilarla yakin iliskilerini de kullanarak kamuoyunu etkilemesinden endise
ettigi konuya iliskin yayinlarda belirtilmektedir.

Anthony Reed “The Ottomans in Southeast Asia” baslikli incelemesinde,* Singapur’daki
Hollandali yetkililerin ve ajanlarin 19.yy’in son dénemlerinde bolgedeki yogun Osmanli
miidahale ve etkisini rapor ettiklerini, 1881°de 6nde gelen iki imamin Mekke’den Singapur’a
geldiklerini, Java ve Palembang’a (bugiinkii Giiney Sumatra Eyaletinin baskenti) siyasi
amaglarla gitmekte olduklarni tahmin ettikleri i¢in bu kisilerin hareket etmelerine izin
vermediklerini yazmaktadir. Reed, ancak Palembang’a gitmeye muvaffak olan iki eski Tiirk
subayin buradaki 30 kadar Palembang’liyi, sehirdeki Avrupalilari o6ldiirmek iizere
orgiitledigini, ancak bu plani uygulamaya koyamadan tamaminin yakalandigini, sozii
gecenlerin sorgulamalarindan, 1881 yilinda Johor Sultani ile Singapur’dan Muhammad
Alsagoff’un Java’ya yaptiklar1 seyahatin de ayn1 amaca matuf oldugunun ortaya ¢iktiginin
anlasildigini, nitekim Singapur’daki Hollanda Baskonsolosu W. H. Reed’in de Palembang
komplosuna kariganlara Singapur’da ev sahipligi yapmasi nedeniyle Alsagoff hakkinda
derin siiphe besledigini bildirmektedir.

Alsagoff 1879 ve 1893 yillarinda Johor Sultam1 Abu Bakr’in Istanbul seyahatlerinde
kendisine eslik etmis, 1893 ziyaretinde Sultan II. Abdiilhamit Sultan Abu Bakr’1 en yiiksek
dereceden Osmanli madalyasi ile, Alsagoff’u da ikinci dereceden Osmanli madalyasi ile
odiillendirmistir. Nitekim Singapur tarihine iliskin kitaplarda bulunan Alsagoff’un Osmanl
kiyafetli ve madalyali fotograflari ilgi ¢ekicidir (Ek 16). Ote yandan, ad1 gecenin Johor
Sultan1 Abu Bakar’dan sagladigi imtiyaz ile Kukup bélgesinde edindigi arazide
“Constantinople Estate”i kurarak burada 6zel ( ay yildizli ve “Constantinople Estate” kayitli)
para birimini tedaviile siirmesi (Ek 16) adi gegenin Osmanli ile yakinligini gostermektedir.

Cesitli yayinlarda, Ingilizlerin Said Junaid 6rneginde oldugu gibi Alsagoff’un da Osmanl
Konsolosu olarak atanmasina kars: ¢ikmakla birlikte resmi bir atama olmaksizin fahri
Konsolos gibi Osmanli menfaatlerine hizmet etmesine goz yumdugu belirtilmektedir. Syed
Mohamed Alsagoff daha sonraki yillarda Singapur’a muvazzaf Baskonsolos olarak atanan
Ahmed Ataullah Efendi ile de yakin dostluk kurmustur.

Bolge iilkelerindeki Miisliiman topluluklar Osmanli Imparatorluguna her zaman 6zel bir ilgi
duymuslar, bu baglamda Istanbul’dan gelen her heyet bolgede biiyiik heyecan yaratmistir.

Sultan II. Abdiilhamit’in Japon Imparatoruna 6zel hediyesini takdim etmek iizere yola ¢ikan
Ertugrul firkateyni 15 Kasim 1889 ile 22 Mart 1890 tarihleri arasinda Singapur limaninda
demirlemis, gemi ve personeli Singapur’da ve haberin ulastifi Sumatra’da biiyiik ilgi
uyandirmistir.

Nitekim; Aceh yonetimi 1890 baslarinda Singapur’a 6zel bir temsilci gondererek Ertugrul
firkateyni komutanindan, sorunlarmmin Halife’nin dikkatine getirilmesinde yardimeci
olmalarini istemistir. Ancak firkateynin hareket etmis olmasi nedeniyle mesaji Alsagoff
almis ve c¢iktigi Avrupa seyahati kapsaminda Istanbul’a da ugrayarak mesaji Osmanli
yetkililerine iletmistir. Alsagoff Osmanlilarin cevab1 mesajini, Singapur’a doniistinde (1892)
Aceh’e 6zel bir el¢iyle iletmistir. Bu konudaki Hollanda endisesini gidermek i¢in Hollanda
Bagkonsolosu’na “Osmanlilarin Aceh’ten Hollanda’ya tabi olmalarini istedigi” mesajini
ilettigini soylemigse de inandirict olmamustir.

Hollanda’nin Osmanli’nin bolgedeki etkisine iliskin endiseleri 1897°de Batavya’daki
(Cakarta) Osmanli Konsolosluguna atanan Muhammed Kamil Bey’in iki y1l sonra iilkeden
siir dist edilmesine kadar varmistir. Muhammed Kamil Bey’in Endonezya’da iken Osmanl
kamuoyunun basta Hollanda olmak {izere somiirgeci devletlerin bolgedeki Miisliimanlar
tizerindeki haksiz ve baskici uygulamalar1 hakkinda bilgilenmesinde biiyiik rol oynadig:
anlasilmakta, ayrica Endonezya yoneticilerine ve Aceh Sultanligina yardim etmek igin
ugrastiginin Hollandalilar tarafindan tespit edildigi iddia edilmektedir.

Sinirdis1 edilme karari lizerine Osmanli Devleti Muhammed Kamil Bey’i bu kez Singapur’a
atamak istemis, ancak aym endiseyi paylasan Ingilizler adi gegenin Singapur’da
gorevlendirilmesine izin vermemislerdir. Bazi tarihgiler bunun temelinde Muhammed
Kamil Bey’in Johor Sultan1 Abu Bakr’mn dul esi ile evlenmesinin Johor kraliyet ailesi
tarafindan hos karsilanmamasinin da yattigimi vurgulamaktadirlar.* So6zii edilen  Abu
Bakr’in dul. esinin, “Hatice Sultan ve Rukiye Hanim” boliimiinde bahsi gegen Hatice Sultan
oldugu bilinmektedir.

Diger taraftan Sultan II. Abdiilhamit’in Cin’e gonderdigi, Mirliva Enver Pasa (Nazim
Hikmet’in dedesi) baskanligindaki bir heyet de 10 Mayis 1901°de Singapur’a gelerek burada
bir slire kalmistir. Bazi1 yazili kaynaklarda, o sirada Singapur’da Osmanli Fahri
Konsoloslugunu Bagdatli Abdiilhamit Efendi’nin yaptig1 ve burada yasayan Tiirk tebaasinin
(daha ziyade Kilis ve Siileymaniye’den gelen) heyet bagskanina Singapur’da muvazzaf bir
baskonsolosluk ac¢ilmasi talebini ilettikleri, Enver Pasa’nin da doniisiinde Babiali’ye
sundugu raporuna bu hususu ekledigi kaydedilmektedir.

1897°de Hollanda’nin Batavya’da Tiirk Konsoloslugu’nun a¢ilmasina onay vermesini rnek
gosteren Ingiltere de Singapur’da muvazzaf bir Tiirk Konsoloslugu ac¢ilmasina olan itirazini
kaldirmustr.

Ataullah Efendi’nin atanmasi i¢in Babiali’de calismalarin 1900 yilinda basladigi
anlasilmaktadir. Arsiv kayitlarina gére bu siireg¢ Osmanli Hariciye Nazirinin, 24 Eyliil 1900
tarihli bir yaz1 ile Baskonsolosluga atanmasi diisiiniilen Ataullah Efendi’nin tiim sicil
kayitlarint Memurin Miilkiye Komisyonu’na gondermesi ile baglar. Bunlardan biri Ataullah
Efendi tarafindan kendi el yazisi ile doldurulmustur (Ek 17).

Hariciye Nezareti Memur Se¢im Komisyonu 25 Mart 1901 tarihli kararinda Singapur’daki
fahri sehbenderligin (konsoloslugun) bas sehbenderlik (baskonsolosluk) olarak tesisi
gereginden bahsetmis ve bu goreve daha 6nce Umit Burnunda Mektebi Osmani’nin
midirliginii yapmis olan Haci Ataullah Efendi’nin atanmasmin (simdilik vekaleten
ifadesiyle), bas sehbenderlik kangilarligina da Singapur’da yetismis olan ve bir miiddet
Singapur’da Devlet-i Aliyye Fahri Sehbenderi sifatiyla bulunmus oldugu kaydedilen Seyyid
Hamid Efendi’nin tayin edilmesinin uygun gorildiigii bildirilmistir ( EK 18).

Erzurumlu Ebubekir Efendi (1835-1880) Osmanli Sultani tarafindan 1861 yilinda, Giiney
Afrika Umit Burnu civarinda yasayan Malay toplumu igindeki dini ihtilaflar1 ¢dzmek igin
Umit Burnu’na (Cape) gonderilir.

1884 yilinda Cape’de ilk Osmanli Okulu’nu kuran Ebubekir Efendi’nin, 5 oglu, 1 kiz1 olur
(Ahmet Ataullah, Hesham Neamatullah, Mohamad Allaudeen, Omar Jallaodeen, Husein
Fouzi ve Fehime).

Ebubekir Efendi’nin en biiyiik cocugu olan Ahmed Ataullah Efendi 4 Mayis 1865°te Cape
Town’da diinyaya gelir. Ilk egitimini babasindan alir. 1876’da babasiyla Mekke, Misir ve
Tiirkiye gezisine ¢ikar. Mekke’de bir Arap okuluna gider, daha sonra Misir’da Al Azhar’a
devam eder. 1881°de Giiney Afrika’ya doner. 31 Ekim 1887 tarihinde Kimberley’deki
Osmanli Hamidiye Okulu’na muallim olarak atanir.

Ahmed Ataullah Efendi Giiney Afrika’da ¢alistig1 17 yil boyunca burada yasayan Malay,
Hint ve Miislimanlarin egitimlerinin arttirilmasi ig¢in yogun faaliyetlerde bulunur, diger sivil
toplum hareketleri ve kurumlariyla da yakindan ilgilenir. Iyi derecede yabanci diller
(Urduca, Ingilizce ve Afrikanca) konusan Ahmed Ataullah Efendi’nin Cape Town ve
Kimberley’de sosyal reformlarin yerlesmesinde onemli gayretleri goriiliir ve Ilerikci
Parti’nin (Cecil Rhodes-Progressive Party) destekgisi olarak taninir.

1894 se¢imlerinde Cape Parlamentosu’na girmek i¢in miicadele eder. Miisliiman oylari ile
secilmesine kesin gozilyle bakilmasima ragmen se¢im yasasina getirilen bir degisiklikle
secilmemesi saglanir. Bir siire daha Kimberley’de kalir ve Muslim Journal’in editorliglinii
yapar. Daha sonra Kasim 1898°de ailesi ile birlikte Istanbul’a déner ve bilahare Singapur’a
atanir.

Osmanli Arsivlerinde tespit edilen ve Memurin Miilkiye Komisyonu Azalarinin imzalari ile
hazirlandig1 anlagilan “Babiali Memurin-i Miilkiye Komisyonu Sicill-i Ahval idaresi”nin 5
Subat 1901 tarihli sicil dzetinden, Ataullah Efendi’ye 26 Haziran 1889°da Istanbul
Miiderrisliginin tevdi edildigi, ayrica 25 Haziran 1889’da ii¢lincii riitbeden Mecidi, 27 Aralik
1894’te dordiincii ve 24 Aralik 1899°da ise tigiincii riitbeden Osmanli nisan-1 ziganlar tevcih
edildigi (Ek 22), ayrica Singapur’daki gorevine baglamadan evvel 13 Agustos 1901 tarihinde
ayni komisyon liyelerinin imzalar ile bu kez Giimiis Liyakat Madalyasi ile taltif edildigi
anlagilmaktadir (Ek 23)

gecenin Singapur’a gelerek gorevine
basladig1 bildirilmistir (Ek 25).

Singapur’daki ilk muvazzaf Bagkonsoloslugumuz 16 Kasim 1901 tarihinde “Robinson Road
No. 94” adresinde ve “The Imperial Turkish Consulate” unvaniyla hizmete girmistir.
Bagkonsolos Ahmed Ataullah Efendi’nin fahri kancilarligini Seyyid Hamid Efendi,
sekreterligini ise Fransiz Jalalodeen Bey yiiriitmiistiir. ilk Bagkonsolosluk binasimin bugiinkii
Biiytikel¢ilik kangilaryasinin hemen arkasindaki caddede agilmis olmasi ilging bir
tesadiiftiir.

Singapur’da Tiirk Baskonsoloslugu acilmasi ve bu goreve Ataullah Efendi’nin atanmasi
Singapur basininda genis yanki bulmustur. Nitekim Ataullah Efendi’nin resmi olarak
atamasi yapilmadan ¢ok 6nce 21 Kasim 1900 tarihinde The Straits Times gazetesinde bu
atamaya iliskin bilgi verilmesi ilgingtir. Ayrica, Bagkonsolos’un Singapur’a seyahati
sirasinda Kolombo’ya ugradigi ve Singapur’a intikalini takiben 5 Kasim giinii Singapur
Valisi ile diger Hiikiimet {iyelerine resmi ziyarette bulundugu ve goreve basladigi Kasim ay1
icinde Baskonsoloslukta bir agilis téreni diizenleyerek Singapur’daki Miisliiman toplumun
kendisine gosterdigi misafirperverlige tesekkiir etmesi gibi ayrintilarin basina yansimasi
konunun Singapur’da dnemsendigini gostermektedir (Ek 26).




Baskonsolos Ataullah Efendi konut olarak
once, Mandarin caddesi No. 20 (bugiinkii Ah
Hood caddesi) adresindeki “Sree Masohore”
isimli bir malikaneyi kiralamis, daha sonra
Balestier caddesine tasinmustir.

Baskonsolos Ataullah Efendi Singapur’da
saygl gormils, kendisi de iyi dostluklar
kurmustur. Yerel basin haberlerinden
Ataullah Efendi’nin, vefat ettigi Kasim 1903°e
kadar aktif yasantisin1  slrdiirdigi, bu
meyanda cesitli etkinliklerin kendi
himayesinde diizenlenmesine imkan verdigi,
Sultan  Abdiilhamid’in dogum  giinii
dolayisiyla torenler diizenledigi, ayrica gazete
ilanlariyla tiim Osmanli tebaasi ile Pasvaran ve
Hamidiye kimlikleri bulunanlarin  Tiirk
Konsolosluguna kayit olmalar1 gerektigi, bu
hususa riayet etmeyenlerin Osmanli yasalarina
gore  para  cezasmna  carptirilacaklari
duyurusunu yaptigi goriillmektedir (Ek 27).

Ataullah Efendi’nin imzas1 ile 1902 yilinda diizenlenmis olan (Abdul Rahman bin Abdul
Majid adina) Osmanl pasaportu ile adi gecenin kardesi Hesham Neametullah Efendi’ye 20
Haziran 1903 tarihinde gonderdigi, Bagkonsolosluk Miihriinii tagiyan not o déneme iligkin
ilgi ¢ekici belgelerdir. (Ekler 28 ve 29).

Bagkonsolos 9 Kasim 1903 Pazartesi aksami son olarak Hiikiimet Konaginda yapilan
Singapur Valisinin yas giinii kutlamasina katilir, davet c¢ikisinda gecirdigi bir kaza
neticesinde hayatin1 kaybeder (Ek 30).

Ataullah Efendi 10 Kasim 1903 Sali sabahi 01.45 civarinda Hiikiimet Konagindaki térenden
ayrilir ve o gece i¢in kendisine yakin dostu Abdul Kader Alsagoff’un tahsis ettigi faytonla
Balestier caddesinde bulunan konutuna hareket eder. Ancak atin iirkmesi ve hizlanmasi
sonucunda; bir kaza olmasindan endise eder ve ath arabadan atlamayi tercih eder, ancak
basindan agir yaralanir. Saat 02.20 civarinda yarali halde bulunur, mamafih birka¢ dakika
sonra vefat eder.

39 yasinda vefat eden Ahmed Ataullah Efendi’nin cenazesi ilk olarak General Hospital’a
kaldirilir. Hastanede 6liim raporuna taninmis 3 Arap sahsiyet (Syed Omar Alsagoff, Abdul
Kader Alsagoff ve Syed Alwi Al-Junid) de katilir.

Cenaze ayni giin (10 Kasim 1903) General Hospitol’dan alinip, iki siyah atin ¢ektigi bir
araba ile Syed Mohamed Alsagoff’un Java Road No. 15 Kampong Glam adresindeki evine
getirilir. Cenaze geceyi bu evde gegirir.

11 Kasim 1903 Carsamba giinii cenaze Tiirk ve Ingiliz bayraklarina sarili bir tabut ile
Alsagoff’un evinden alinip Telok Blangah’taki Miisliiman mezarhigina gotiiriiliir. Benzeri
goriilmemis bir kalabaligin yani sira kortej, Cavenagh Kopriisinde ve Tanjong Pagar
Road’da trafigin tikanmasina yol acar.




Cenaze toreninde Johor Sultani, Johor Bagbakan1 ve Singapur Vali Vekili W.T.Taylor’in
yani sira Singapur’daki Baskonsoloslar ve Bagkonsolosun sevenleri bulunur. Tabutunun
tizerine kilici ve kanli tiniformast da konulan Ahmed Ataullah Efendi Telok Belangah
Miisliiman mezarliginda topraga verilir.

Bagkonsolosun vefati Singapur’da biiyiik {lizlintii yaratir. 10 Kasim giinii Johor Sultani
Ibrahim Osmanli Padisahina bir taziye mesaji génderir (EK 31)* ve ayni giin tiim
konsolosluklarda bayraklar yariya indirilir.

Baskonsolos Ataullah Efendi’nin 6liimii tizerine Singapur Valisi W. T. Taylor, durumu 11
Kasim 1903 tarihli bir telgraf ile Londra’ya bildirir (Ek 32).

Ataullah Efendi’nin mezar1 Singapur’da ancak halen Malezya topragi sayilan ve 6zellikle
Kraliyet ailesi mensuplarinin yattig: (Temenggong Daeng Ibrahim camisinin yani basindaki)
tirbede bulunmaktadir (Ek 33). Bagkonsolos Ataullah Efendi’nin naasinin Kraliyet ailesi
mensuplarmin bulundugu tiirbede topraga verilmesi, o dénemde Osmanli Imparatorlugu’na
duyulan sayg1 sonucu oldugu degerlendirilmektedir.

28 Nisan 1904 tarihli The Straits Times gazetesinde, Ataullah Efendi’nin Giiney Afrika’da
oturan kardesi Hesham Neamatullah Efendi’nin, Singapur’da kardesinin cenazesinde

yardimci olan herkese ailesinin tesekkiirlerinin iletilmesini rica eden bir mektubu yayinlanir
(Ek 34).

Ebubekir Efendi ailesinin halen hayatta oldugu bilinen tek liyesi, Ahmet Ataullah Efendi’nin
kiigiik kardesi Mohamad Allaudeen’in torunu Hesham Neamatullah Effendi'den (Giiney
Afrika’da ikamet etmektedir) saglanan bilgiye gére Ahmet Ataullah Efendi Kulsum veya
Halimah olan iki kiz kardesten biriyle evlenmis, bu evlilikten Mehmet Fuat, Rusti,
Ghaironesa (Hayrunisa) ve Gadija (Hatice) isimli dort gocugu olmustur.

Bir yayinda Ahmed Ataullah Efendi’nin dul esinin 1911-12 yillarinda Londra’da (38
Longridge Road, Earps Court adresinde) Khairun Nisa (Hayrunisa) ve Khadijah (Hatice)
Hasanah adli iki kizi ve Abu Bakr Rushdi Bey adli ogluyla birlikte yasadig
kaydedilmektedir.*

Malay kaynaklarina gore, Ingiltere ile yakin dostlugu bulunan zamanin Johor Sultan1 Abu
Bakr 1879 yilinda Londra ziyareti doniisiinde Istanbul’a ugrayip Sultan I1. Abdiilhamid ile
goriismiis ve Abdiilhamid gelisen dostlugun nisanesi olarak cariyelerinden 1864 dogumlu
Rukiye Hanimi Johor Sultanina hediye etmistir.

Sultan Ebu Bekir, Rukiye Hanim’1 1884 veya 1885 yilinda kardesi Ungku Abdul Majid ile
evlendirmistir. Rukiye Hanim’in toplam {i¢ evlilik yaptig, ikinci evliligini kendisinden
habersiz yaptig1 gerekcesiyle Sultan Abu Bakr’in tepkisini ¢ektigi ve vefatinda da Johor
kraliyet ailesinin oldugu mekanda degil, ancak yakinindaki bir bolgede, Johor Mahmudiya
Graveyard’da defnedildigi belirtilmektedir. Rukiye Hanim’in ¢ocuklarinin Malezya siyasi
yonetiminde 6nemli makamlara kadar geldikleri bilinmektedir.

Diger taraftan Sultan Abu Bakr, yine kendisine Sultan II. Abdiilhamid tarafindan miiteakip
Istanbul seyahatinde (1879 veya 1893 yilinda) hediye olarak verilen Hatice Hanim ile 1893
yilinda Johor Bahru’da bulunan Zahra Sarayinda evlenmistir.

Hatice Hanim Sultan Abu Bakr’in dordiincii esidir ve 1891 yilinda Tunku Fatimah isimli
bir kiz1 olmustur. 1894 yilinda Zahra Sarayinda Johor Sultan1 unvanini almisg, Singapur’da
kendisi i¢in 6zel olarak insa ettirilen Woodneuk Sarayinda (Istana Woodneuk) yasamuistir.
Hatice Sultan ikinci evliligini 27 Kasim 1898 tarihinde Batavya’da (Cakarta) 1897-1899
yillar1 arasinda Osmanli Konsoloslugu gorevinde bulunan Muhammed Kamil Bey ile
yapmustir. Sultan Abu Bakr’in bu evlilikten rahatsizlik duydugu ve bu nedenle Osmanli
Devleti’nin ad1 geceni Singapur’a Konsolos olarak atama talebine olumlu yaklagmadigi
iddia edilmektedir.*

Hatice Sultan 1 Subat 1904 tarihinde ayni sarayda vefat etmis ve Singapur’da Ahmet
Ataullah Efendi’nin mezarinin da bulundugu Telok Blangah mezarliginda, Temenggong
Daeng Ibrahim camisinin avlusunda defnedilmistir (Ek 35). Ataullah Efendi’nin mezari
Johor Kraliyet ailesi mensuplarinin da yattig: tiirbede yer alirken, Hatice Sultan’in mezari
avluda bulunmaktadir.

Internet kaynaklaridan Hatice Sultan’in kizi Tunku Fatimah’in Ungku Abdul Majid bin
Muhammad ile evlendigi ve Tungku Mariam binti Abdul Majid isimli bir kiz1 oldugu, 1947
yilinda Johor Bahru’da vefat ettigi anlasilmaktadir.

Bazi1 kaynaklarda, koleleri ile birlikte hediye edilen Hatice ve Rukiye’nin esasen kardes
olduklar1 iddia edilmektedir.

B atill bazi tarihgiler, 1915 Subat ayinda Singapur’da Ingilizlere karsi baslatilan
ayaklanmay1 Sultan Abdiilhamid’in bolgede izledigi Pan islamizm politikasina
baglayacak kadar ileri gitmektedirler. Anilan tarihgiler bu tezlerini, 1. Diinya Savasi
sonunda Almanya’nin yaninda yer alan Osmanli’ya Ingiltere nin savas ilan etmesi iizerine
Sultan V. Mehmed’in bir fetva ile Singapur dahil tiim diinya Miisliimanlarina, birlegsmeleri
ve her seyden oOteye Halife’ye destek olmalart c¢agrisinda  bulunmasina
dayandirmaktadirlar. Buna karsilik Singapurlu tarihgilerin  bu tezi ¢ok fazla
paylagsmadiklar1 goriilmektedir.

Sultan V. Mehmed’in fetvasi tizerine, Singapur’da ikamet eden Hint Miisliimanlarindan
Kassim Mansur ile Hint kokenli Nur Alam Shah isimli bir imam bir araya gelerek
Hindistan’1 Ingiliz idaresinden kurtarma zamanmin geldigine karar verirler ve bir
ayaklanma planlarlar. Bu planlarmni, ingiltere’nin Singapur’a konuslandirdig 5. Hint Hafif
Piyade Birligi’ni Kasim 1914’te Hong Kong’a kaydirma karar1 almasi iizerine, birlikte yer
alan ve batiya gonderilip Miisliiman Tiirk askerleri ile savasmaya zorlanacaklari savi ile
huzurlar1 kagan Hint ve Malay kokenli Miisliman askerleri ayaklanmaya kigkirtarak
uygulamaya koyarlar.

1915 “Sepoy” (Hintli askerler) Ayaklanmasi olarak da bilinen olaylar 15 Subat 1915°te
baslar ve bir hafta kadar siirer. Yaklasik 800 asker Singapur sokaklarinda Ingiliz avina
cikar. Olaylar ancak 20 Subat giinii takviye Ingiliz kuvvetleri ile Fransiz ve Rus donanma
birliklerinin miidahalesi ile kontrol altina alinabilir ve 47 Ingiliz askeri ve vatandasinin
Oldiiriilmesi ile sonuclanir.

The Bill further follows Sir Barnes
Peacock’s draft in providing (Section 18) that the
wife's refusal or voluntary neglect to cohabit with
her husband after his change of religion shall be
sufficient evidence of the desertion or repudiation,
and algo, unless some other cause be shown, that
the desertion or repudiation was in consequence
of the husband’s change of religion.

The mode of relief is by suit for conjugal so-
ciety. In the course of the suit, many separate
interrogatories will he addressed to the Native
wife by the Judge for the purpose of conclusively
ascertaining her refusal to join her husband, and
various private interviews arc provided for as
means of conciliation. It is only after all these
efforts to overcome the wife's distaste have failed,
that the Judge may make a decree permitting
the hushand to re-marry.

The desertion or repudiation must have con-
tinued for six months before the commencement
of the suit. On the day fixed in the citation for
the hearing, the respondent must appear person-
ally, and the petitioner must prove the identity
of “the parties, the marriage, the age of himsell
and of his wife, the desertion or repudiation, its
cause, and the fact that it occurred six months
before the commencement of the suit and bas con-
tinued ever since. These points being ascertained,
the Judge (who will be a Hizh Court Judge in
the Presidency Towns, and a Zillah Judge in the
Moiussil) will interrogate the respondent, but not
necessarily in open Court. i the respondent
allege the petitioner’s change of relimion for
Christianity as the sole reason for her declining
to cohabit with him, the case will be adjourned
for a month, and provisions will be made for a
private interview between the husband and wile,
subjeet only to such conditions as to privacy as
may not interfere with the iree will of the latter.

At the end of the month the- parties will re-
appear, and the wife will be further interrogated.
1f she still persist in her refusal, there will be a
further adjournment for a year, and at the close
of the year, the petitioner will be bound to prove
that the desertion or repudiation has continued
down to that time. The respondent will then be
further interrogated, and arrangements will be
made for a second interview. Shonld this still
result in the wife's refusal to join her husband,
the Judge will at length make the deeree before-
mentioned legalizing a re-marriage.

The whole time necessarily occupied by these
procecedings will Le twenty months.  Taking into
account the preparations Jor the suit and the time
required for the hearings, the entire interval be-
tween repudiation and re-marriage will probably
be about two years. These periods of timne are,
however, only inserted in the Bill pro formd, and
can be altcred in Committce. The further pro-
visions of the Dill which call for special notice
are the following : —

The children of the first marriage retain their
personal and propvietary rights, and, if under the
