19 Mayis 1919°da Ulu Onder Mustafa
Kemal ATATURK’iin liderliginde baslayan
Kurtulus  Savasi, tarihte esine ender
rastlanabilecek bir milli dayanismanin ve
miicadelenin timsali olmustur. Biliyiik sair
Mehmet Akif ERSOY tarafindan yazilan
Istiklal Mars1 da 1921 yilinda, Tiirkiye Biiyiik
Millet Meclisi tarafindan milli mars olarak
kabul edilmistir.

Tirkiye  Cumhuriyeti’nin  kurulus
donemini ve ruhunu en iyi sekilde anlatan
ve Osman Zeki UNGOR tarafindan iki
kitas1 bestelenen Istiklal Marsi’'nin bando
diizenlemesi, Armoni Mizikasi seflerinden
fhsan KUNCER tarafindan yapilmustir.

Her dizesinde asil  milletimizin
karakterini, istiklal ve istikbali i¢in ortaya
koydugu miicadele azim ve kararligini yansitan
bu saheserin notasyonu, orijinal bando
diizenlemesi referans alinarak hazirlanmistir.

The Turkish National Anthem is one of the
most important symbols of independence depicting
the love of independence, heroism, ideals, and goals
of our nation.

The Turkish War of Independence, which
started on 19 May 1919 in the leadership of Great
Leader Mustafa Kemal ATATURK, became the
symbol of a national solidarity and struggle that can
rarely be seen in history. And the Turkish National
Anthem written by the great poet Mehmet Akif
ERSOY was adopted as the national anthem by the
Turkish Grand National Assembly, in 1921.

Mustafa Kemal ATATURK, 1881 (Rumi
1296) yilinda Selanik’te Koca Kasim Pasa
Mahallesi’nde bulunan ve bu giin miize olan {i¢
katl1 bir evde diinyaya gelmistir. Babasi ticaretle
ugrasan Ali Riza Efendi, annesi Ziibeyde
Hanim’dir. Mustafa Kemal, annesinin 1srar1
sonucu once Mahalle Mektebine baglamis, kisa
stire sonra da Semsi Efendi’nin yeni metotlarla
egitim 6gretim verdigi 6zel okula devam etmistir.
Bu sirada babasini kaybetmesi {izerine (1886)
bir siire Rapla Ciftligi’nde dayisinin yaninda
kaldiktan sonra Selanik’e doniip okulunu bitirdi.
Selanik Miilkiye Riistiyesine kaydoldu. Kisa bir
stire sonra 1893 yilinda Askeri Riistiyeye girdi.

Bu okulda Matematik Ogretmeni
Mustafa Bey, adina “Kemal™i ilave etti. 1896-
1899 yillarinda Manastir Askeri Idadisini bitirip
Istanbul’da Harp Okulunda 6grenime basladi.
1902 yilinda tegmen riitbesiyle mezun oldu.
Harp Akademisine devam etti. 11 Ocak 1905°te
ylizbasi riitbesiyle Akademiyi tamamladi.

19 Nisan 1909°da istanbul’a giren
Hareket Ordusunun Kurmay Baskani olarak
gorev aldi. 1911°de Italyanlarin Trablusgarp’1
isgali ile baslayan savasta Tobruk ve Derne
bolgelerinde Italyanlara kars: girisilen miicade-
lelere katilarak biiyiik basarilar elde etti. Ekim
1912°de Balkan Savasi baslayinca Gelibolu ve
Bolayir’daki birliklerle savasa katildi. Edir-
ne’nin geri alimisinda biiyiik hizmetleri oldu.
1913 yilinda Sofya Atasemiliterligine atandi.

MUSTAFA KEMAL

Mustafa Kemal Atatiirk was born in the
Koca Kasim District of Salonica, in 1881, in a
three-story house which is used as a museum
today. His father was Ali Riza Efendi who was
a merchant and his mother was Ziibeyde Hanim.
He first started his education at Local Primary
School upon incentives of his mother and he
soon switched to the Semsi Efendi School which
was comparatively a more modern education at
the time. After losing his father in 1886, he spent
some time at the Rapla farm with his maternal
uncle and later returned to Salonica and finished
his school. He enrolled in the Salonica Secondary
School, and soon after that he entered the Military
Middle School, in 1893. In the military school,
his mathematics teacher Mustafa gave him his
middle name “Kemal”, which means “mature
and perfect”. After attending the Manastir
(Bitola) Military High School between 1896 and
1899, he started his education at the Military
Academy in Istanbul. Upon graduating with the
rank of lieutenant in 1902, he attended the Army
War College. On January 11, 1905, he graduated
from the Army War College as Captain. On April
19, 1909, he was the Chief of Staff in the Action
Army, which entered Istanbul.

In 1911, during the war that started upon
the Italians’ assault on Tripoli, Mustafa Kemal
took up duties with a group of comrades in the
Tobruk and Darnah regions, and achieved great
successes. After defeating the Italians in the
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Gelibolu, Canakkale, 1915.

Atasemiliterlik gorevi Ocak 1915’te sonra
erdi. Bu sirada Birinci Diinya Savasi baslamis,
Osmanli Imparatorlugu savasa girmek zorunda
kalmisti. Mustafa Kemal 19’uncu Tiimeni kur-
mak iizere Tekirdag’da gorevlendirildi.

Birinci Diinya Savasi’nda, 18 Mart
1915’te Canakkale Bogazi’n1 ge¢meye kalkan
Ingiliz ve Fransiz donanmasi agir kayiplar
verince Gelibolu Yarimadasi’na asker ¢ikarmaya
karar verdiler. 25 Nisan 1915’te Ariburnu’na
¢ikan diisman kuvvetleri, Mustafa Kemal’in

komuta ettigi 19’uncu Tiimen tarafindan
Conkbayiri’nda durdurulmustur.
Mustafa Kemal, bu basar1 {izerine

albayliga vyiikseltildi. Ingilizler 6-7 Agustos
1015°te Ariburnu’nda tekrar taarruza gegti.
Anafartalar  Grubu  Komutam1 =~ Mustafa
Kemal 9-10 Agustos’ta Anafartalar Zaferi’ni
kazandi. Bu zaferden sonra Mustafa Kemal;
kamuoyunca  taninmis, halkin  sevgisini
kazanmis ve “Anafartalar Kahramani” olarak
anilmaya baglamistir. Canakkale Savaslarinda
yaklasik 253.000 zayiat veren Tiirk ulusu, itilaf
devletlerine karst onurunu korumayi bilmistir.
Mustafa Kemal’in askerlerine “Ben size taarruz
emretmiyorum, Olmeyi emrediyorum!” emri
cephenin kaderini degistirmistir.

Mustafa Kemal, Canakkale Savaslarin-
dan sonra 1916’da 16’nc1 Kolordu Komutanli-
gina atanmis, Rus kuvvetleriyle savasarak Mus
ve Bitlis’in geri alinmasini saglamistir. Ayni yil
ritbesi tiimgenerallige yiikseltilmistir. Mondros
Miitarekesi’nin imzalanmasindan bir giin sonra,

Tobruk Battle on December 22, 1911, he was
appointed as the Commander of Darnah on
March 6, 1912. When the Balkan War started in
October 1912, Mustafa Kemal participated in the
war with regiments from Gallipoli and Bolayir.
He performed great service in the recapturing of
Edirne. In 1913, he was assigned as the Military
Attaché to Sofia. His assignment as Military
Attaché ended in January 1915. In the meantime,
World War I had started and the Ottoman Empire
was forced to participate in the war. Mustafa
Kemal was appointed to Tekirdag to establish the
19" Division.

During World War I, when the British
and French fleets suffered heavy losses during
the attempts to pass the Canakkale Straits on
March 18, 1915, they decided to land troops on
the Gallipoli Peninsula. When the enemy forces
landed at Ariburnu (Cape of Bees) on April 25,
1915, the 19" Division, under the command of
Mustafa Kemal, stopped them at Conkbayiri
(Chunuk Bair). As a result of this success,
Mustafa Kemal was promoted to the rank of
Colonel. The British forces attacked Ariburnu
again on August 6-7, 1915. The Commander
of Anafartalar Group Mustafa Kemal won the
Anafartalar Victory on August, 9-10. Upon this
victory Mustafa Kemal was publicly known
and won the hearts of people and started to be
referred as Anafartalar hero. The Turkish Nation,
which had 253,000 casualties during the Gallipoli
Battles, knew how to protect their honor against
the Entente States. Mustafa Kemal’s command
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Erzurum Kongresi i¢cin hazirliklar yapilirken, Erzurum, 5 Temmuz 1919.
Preparing for the Erzurum Congress, Erzurum, 5 July 1919.

31 Ekim 1918’de Yildirim Ordular1 Grubu
Komutanligina getirilmis, bu ordunun kaldi-
rilmast iizerine 13 Kasim 1918’de Istanbul’a
gelerek Harbiye Nezaretinde goreve basla-
migtir.

Mondros Ateskes Anlagmasi’ndan
sonra, Itilaf devletleri anlasma hiikiimlerine
aykir1 olarak Anadolu’nun ¢esitli bolgelerini
isgal etmeye baglamislardir. Bu isgallere
I[stanbul Hiikimetinin gerekli karsilig1
vermemesi lizerine, Anadolu’da isgale karsi
tepkiler yiikselmeye baslamis, Anadolu’nun
muhtelif bolgelerinde yer yer direnis
hareketleri olusmustur.

Mustafa Kemal Pasa, yaklasik alti
ay kadar kaldig1 Istanbul’da, biitiin ugras ve
cabalarina ragmen vatanin i¢cinde bulundugu
durumdan kurtarilmasinin mimkiin
olmadigini anlamis ve kurtulus ¢aresi olarak
miicadelenin Anadolu’da yapilmasi gerektigi
kararmma varmistir. Bunun {izerine Mustafa
Kemal, Karadeniz bdlgesinin huzur ve
asayigini saglamak maksadiyla olusturulan
9’uncu Ordu Miifettisligi gibi resmi bir
gorevle Istanbul’dan hareket ederek maiyeti
ile birlikte 19 Mayis 1919°da Samsun’a
¢ikmustir.

22 Haziran 1919°da  Amasya’da
yaymmladigr genelgeyle “Milletin istiklalini
yine milletin azim ve kararinin kurtaracagini”
ilan edip Sivas Kongresi’ni toplantiya ¢agirdi.
Bu dénemde Istanbul Hiikiimetinin kendisini
geri cagirmasi sebebiyle resmi gorevinden ve

to his soldiers, “I am not ordering you to attack,
I am ordering you to die!” changed the fate of the
battle.

In 1916, after the Gallipoli Battles, Mustafa
Kemal was assigned to the post of 16% Corps
Commander, and by fighting against the Russian
forces, he recaptured the provinces of Mus and
Bitlis. The same year he was promoted to the rank
of Major General. On October 31, 1918, one day
after the signing of the Armistice of Montrose, he
was appointed as the Commander of the Lightning
Armies Group, and upon abolishment of this army,
on November 13, 1918, he came to Istanbul and
commenced duties at the Ministry of War.

Following the Armistice of Montrose, the
Entente States began invading the lands of Ottoman
Empire contrary to the articles of agreement. Since
the government of Istanbul did not respond to these
invasions duly some reactions started to arise in
Anatolia, and resistance movements occurred in
several regions of Anatolia.

Mustafa Kemal Pasha realized that it was
unlikely to put the country out of its misery despite
all the efforts and endeavors he exerted, during
his 6-month stay in Istanbul, and decided that the
struggle for independence should be carried out
all around the Anatolia. Hence, along with his
entourage he went to Samsun on May 19, 1919, as
the 9" Army Inspector, which was an official duty
constituted for maintenance of peace and security
at the Black Sea region. On June 22, 1919, Mustafa
Kemal issued the Amasya Circular, declaring that
“the independence of nations could only be provided

Sonrasinda 23 Temmuz-7 Agustos 1919
tarihleri arasinda Erzurum, 4-11 Eyliil
1919 tarihleri arasinda Sivas Kongrelerini
toplayarak vatanin kurtulusu i¢in izlenecek
yolun belirlenmesini saglamistir. 27 Aralik
1919°da Ankara’ya gelmis ve 23 Nisan
1920°de Tirkiye Biiylik Millet Meclisinin
acilmasiyla Meclis ve Hiikimet Bagkanligina
se¢ilmistir.

Mustafa Kemal oOnderliginde Tiirk
milleti, Dogu Anadolu’da Ermenilere,
Giineydogu  Anadolu’da  Ingiliz  ve
Fransizlara, Akdeniz bolgesinde Italyanlara,
Bati Anadolu’da ise Yunanlara Kkarsi
miicadele etmistir. Mustafa Kemal, TBMM
tarafindan 5 Agustos 1921°de Baskomutan
olarak Tiirk ordusunun basina gegmek
iizere gorevlendirilmistir. Sakarya Meydan
Mubharebesi’ni  baskomutan olarak sevk
ve idare eden Mustafa Kemal’e kazanilan
zaferin ardindan 19 Eyliil 1921°de maresallik
rlitbesi ve gazilik unvani verilmistir. Biiyiik
Taarruz ve Baskomutan Meydan Muharebesi
sonucunda Kurtulus Savasi’nin askeri safthasi
sona ermistir.

1 Kasim 1922°de TBMM’de yapilan
oylama ile hilafet ve saltanat birbirinden
ayrilarak saltanat kaldirilmis ve bdylelikle

by the nation’s will and determination” and called
the Sivas Congress for a meeting. At that time, he
had to resign from his official duty and military
duty, which he fancied a lot, as he was called back
to Istanbul by the then Government. Thereafter,
the Erzurum Congress convened between July 23 -
August 7, 1919 and the Sivas Congress September
4 - 11, 1919, to identify the direction of the
independence movement. Mustafa Kemal came to
Ankara on December 27, 1919 and with opening
of the Turkish Grand National Assembly on April
23, 1920, he was elected as he the Chairman of the
Assembly and the Head of the Government.

Under the leadership of Mustafa Kemal,
the Turkish nation struggled with Armenians in
the eastern Anatolia, with British and French in
the southeastern Anatolia, with Italians in the
Mediterranean and with Greek in the western
Anatolia. The Turkish Grand National Assembly
conferred on Mustafa Kemal the title of Commander-
in-Chief, on August 5, 1921, to lead the Turkish
army. After the victory at the Battle of Sakarya, led
by Mustafa Kemal as the Commander-in-Chief,
the Turkish Grand National Assembly promoted
Mustafa Kemal to the rank of Field Marshal and
granted him the title of Ghazi, on September 19,
1921. Military stage of the War of Independence
was ended in consequence of the Great Offensive
and Commander-in-Chief Battle.

Devleti’nin hukuken de varligina son verilmistir.
Gazi Mustafa Kemal’in 6nderliginde kazanilan
zaferin ardindan 24 Temmuz 1923 tarihinde
imzalanan Lozan Barigs Antlagsmasi ile Tiirk
milleti, Mondros ve Sevr ile elinden alinmak
istenen topraklarini ve bu topraklar tizerinde Tiirk
ulusunun istiklalini kurtarip milli sinirlar i¢inde
yeni bir Tirk devletinin varligimi saglamistir.
29 Ekim 1923’te Cumhuriyet idaresi kabul
edilerek ve Gazi Mustafa Kemal oy birligiyle ilk
cumhurbagkani secilmistir.

Tiirkiye ~ Cumbhuriyeti,  “Egemenlik
kayitsiz sartsiz milletindir.” ve “Yurtta baris,
cihanda baris.” temelleri iizerinde yiikselmeye
baslamis ve Gazi Mustafa Kemal, Tiirkiye’yi
“cagdas uygarlik diizeyine ¢ikarmak™ amaciyla
sosyal, siyasal, ekonomi, hukuk ve egitim
alanlarinda bir dizi inkilap gergeklestirmistir.
Bu devre esnasinda tekke, zaviye ve tiirbeler
kapatilmis; Seriye ve Evkaf Vekaleti kaldirilarak
din ve devlet isleri kesin olarak birbirinden
ayrilmistir.

Hukuk alaninda, seriye mahkemeleri ve
mecelle kaldirilarak Tiirk Medeni Kanunu’yla
bircok yeni kanun kabul edilmistir. Ilim ve
kiiltiir islerine biiyiikk 6nem verilmis, Tiirk
Tarih Kurumu ve Tiirk Dil Kurumu kurularak

On November 1, 1922, the Caliphate and
Sultanate were separated and the sultanate was
abolished by a voting in TGNA, and thus legal
existence of the Ottoman Empire was also ended
following its de facto annihilation. Thereafter
the victory gained under the leadership of Ghazi
Mustafa Kemal, the Turkish nation recovered
the territories that were intended to be seized via
the Treaty of Sevres and Armistice of Montrose,
besides recovering the independence of Turkish
nation on that territory with the Lausanne Peace
Treaty signed on 24 July 1923, and hereby
the presence of a new Turkish state within the
national borders had been accomplished. On
October 29, 1923, the Republican regime was
accepted and Atatiirk was elected unanimously
as the first President of the new Republic. The
Turkish Republic started to develop on the
principles of “Sovereignty unconditionally and
unrestrictedly belongs to the nation” and “Peace
at home, peace in the world”, and Ghazi Mustafa
Kemal made many reforms in the political,
social, legal, economic, and cultural spheres so
as to bring Turkey to the “level of contemporary
civilizations”. Meanwhile the shrines and
dervish lodges were closed down and the
state was definitely separated from religion by
abolishment of Seriye ve Evkaf Vekaleti.

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Tiirk tarihi ve Tirk dili tizerinde ¢alismalar
yapilmistir. Medreseler kapatilarak cagdas
kiiltiiriic  benimseyen Cumhuriyet okullari
acilmistir. Gazi Mustafa Kemal, kurtulustan
sonra memleketi bastan basa dolasarak halka
inkilaplar1 anlatmis, 1934 senesinde Meclis,
ozel bir kanunla kendisine “ATATURK”
soyadini vermistir.

Egitim ve Ogretimde, laik ve milli
bir yol takip edilmistir. ATATURK’iin en
biiyiik eserlerinden biri olan Harf Inkilab:
gergeklestirilmis, Arap harfleri terk edilerek
Latin harfleri esasina dayanan Tiirk alfabesi
kabul edilmistir. Uluslararas1 takvim, saat,
rakam ve Olgiiler kabul edilmis, kadin
hukukunda reform yapilarak Tiirk kadinina
se¢me ve secilme hakki taninmistir.

Ekonomik alanda ise 1923 yilinda
ilk defa bir iktisat kongresi toplanarak
memleketin ekonomik problemleri
goriisiilmiis, zirai faaliyetler genisletilmis,
ticaret ve milli sanayi gelistirilmistir.

Yeni Tiirkiye Devleti’nin temeli olan
biitiin bu inkilaplara “Atatiirk Inkilaplar1”
ad1 verilmistir. ATATURK 6zel yasaminda
sadelik icinde yasamistir. Cocuklar1 cok
seven ATATURK; Afet (Inan), Sabiha
(Gokgen), Fikriye, Ulkii, Nebile, Rukiye,
Zehra adl1 kizlar1 manevi evlat edinmistir.

Biitiin hayat1 miicadele i¢inde gecen
ATATURK’iin 1937 yilinin sonlarma dogru
saglig1 bozulmaya baglamig, buna ragmen
o donemde yogun bir bi¢cimde bitmeyen
bir heyecanla Hatay’in ana vatana dahil
olmasi i¢in ¢alismistir. Kendisinde mevcut
karaciger rahatsizli§1 Ocak 1938’de daha da
belirginlesmistir. Son giinlerini Istanbul’da
siirekli doktorlarin gbzetiminde gecirmis,
10 Kasim 1938 Persembe giinii saat dokuzu
bes gece Dolmabahge Sarayi’nda hayata
gozlerini kapamistir. Oliimii biitiin diinyada
derin etki ve biiyiik bir lizlintii yaratmistir.

ATATURK’iin naas1 21 Kasim’da
biiyiik bir torenle Etnografya Miizesindeki
gecici kabrine konmus, cenaze tdrenine
biitin diinya devletleri 6zel temsilciler
gondermistir. Ebedi Baskomutan’in naasi
daha sonra 10 Kasim 1953 tarihinde yapilan
biiyilkk bir devlet toreni ile Etnografya
Miizesindeki gecici kabirden alinarak
Anitkabir’deki ebedi istirahatgahina
defnedilmistir.

In the field of law, the religious courts and the
Ottoman code of civil law were abolished and many
new laws were adopted with the Turkish civil code.
Science and culture were attached great importance
and studies were conducted over the Turkish
history and the Turkish language with foundation
of the Turkish Language Society and Turkish
Historical Society. Madrasas were closed and some
contemporary Republican schools were opened.
Ghazi Mustafa Kemal travelled across the country
to explain the reforms to the Turkish nation. The
Turkish Grand National Assembly granted Mustafa
Kemal with the surname Atatiirk, in 1934, pursuant
to a special law.

As for education and training, a secular and
national track was pursued. The alphabet reform was
one of the most far-reaching achievements of Atatiirk;
the use of Arabic script was abolished and the Turkish
alphabet based on the principal of Latin alphabet was
adopted. Besides, international calendar, time frame,
numbers and measures were adopted and with the
reform adopted in the scope of women’s rights the
Turkish women were granted the right to vote and to
be elected to Parliament. And in the field of economy,
an economy congress meeting was held for the first
time, in 1923, and the economic problems were
discussed, agricultural activities were expanded and
the national industry was developed as well as trade.

All these reforms constituting the basis of the
New Turkish State were called “Atatiirk’s Reforms”.

Atatiirk was very modest in his private life. As a
great lover of children, Atatiirk adopted his daughters
Afet (Inan), Sabiha (Gokcen), Fikriye, Ulkii, Nebile,
Rukiye and Zehra.

Struggling throughout his life Atatiirk’s health
started to worsen towards the end of 1937, and yet
he worked intensively at that period with an endless
enthusiasm on inclusion of Hatay inside the borders of
homeland. The liver disease of Atatlirk became more
evident in January 1938. He spent his last days under
the constant supervision of physicians and passed
away on Thursday, November 10, 1938, at five past
nine in the morning, in Dolmabahce Palace. His death
caused deep sorrow and had a profound impact in the
whole world.

Atatiirk’s body was temporarily buried in
Ethnography Museum on 21% November with a
great ceremony to which the entire world states
sent special delegates. The eternal Commander-in-
chief was then buried in his eternal place of rest in
Anitkabir (Atatiirk’s Mausoleum) with a grand state
funeral, on November 10, 1953.

Derin bir entelektiiel meraki ve birikimi
olan Mehmet Akif, Dogu ve Bati edebiyatini
aymi zamanda okumustur. Tiirkgeye olan
hakimiyetinin yaninda, Arapgayi, Farscayr ve
Fransizcay1 ana dili kadar 1yi bilmesi Akif’1 fikir
ve ebedi yonden zengin, realist bir aydin haline
getirmistir. 11k siirlerini okul siralarinda yazan
Mehmet Akif, baytar miifettisi olarak Anadolu
ve Rumeli’de degisik yerlerde gérev yaparken
de yine siirle ugrasmaya devam etmistir.

Mehmet Akif Istibdat Dénemi’nde yazip
da yayimlayamadig1 siirlerini, Mesrutiyet’in
ilanindan bir ay sonra yayin hayatina baslayan
ve Kirim’dan Balkanlara hatta Hindistan’a
kadar tiim Islam alemine istanbul’dan haberler
veren Sirat-1 Miistakim dergisinde yayimlamaya
baslamistir. Unlii kitab1 Safahat 1911°de, ikinci
kitabt  Siileymaniye Kiirsiisi’'nde 1912°de,
ligiincii kitabi Hakkin Sesleri ve dordiincii
kitab1 Fatih Kiirsiisii’nde 1913’te besinci kitab1

Mehmet Akif was born in 1873 as the
son of Serif Hanim and Tahir Efendi who was a
teacher in the Istanbul Fatih Madrasa. He started
Miilkiye Mektebi (School of Political Sciences)
in 1885 but due to the financial difficulties the
family experienced after his father’s death,
he left Miilkiye Mektebi in 1888 and entered
Halkali Veterinary School. He graduated the
Halkal1 Veterinary School ranking first in class
in 1893 and joined the civil service in Anatolia,
Rumelia and Damascus regions.

With a deep intellectual keenness and
accumulation, Mehmet Akif studied Eastern and
Western literatures at the same time. Along with
his brilliant command of Turkish, his knowledge
of Arabic, Farsi and French very well turned
Akif into a realist intellectual rich in terms of
ideas and literature. Mehmet Akif who wrote
his first poems at school continued dealing with
poetry even when he was working as a veterinary
inspector in different places in Anatolia and
Rumelia.

Mehmet Akif started publishing his poems,
which he wrote but could not publish during the
Period of Autocracy, in the “Sirat-1 Miistakim”
journal which started to be published one month
after the declaration of Constitutional Monarchy
and gave notices of Istanbul to the whole
Islamic world from Crimea to the Balkans and
even to India. His famous book ‘“Safahat” was
published in 1911, his second one “Siileymaniye
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Hatiralar 1917°de yayimlanmisti. Mehmet
Akif, iiziintiiyli gidermek, halki birlige davet
etmek ve orduya manevi destek vermek gibi
konularda Beyazit ve Siileymaniye (Subat
1913) Camilerinde vaazlar verip halka hitap
etmistir.

Milli Miicadele yillarinda
Anadolu’ya gecmeye karar veren Mehmet
Akif’e o gilinler Mustafa Kemal Pasa’dan
davet gelmis, Ankara’ya gelisinin ardindan
Burdur’da istifa eden bir milletvekilinin
yerine, Mustafa Kemal Pasa’nin istegi
ile 5 Haziran 1920 tarihinde milletvekili
se¢ilmistir.

Bu donemde halkin ve askerlerin
maneviyatin1 giiglendirmek, yeni kurulan
TBMM’nin gelisen dis temaslar1 ve
diplomatik iliskilerinde kullanilmak {izere
bir milli marsin yazilmasi konusu giindeme
gelmis, Egitim Bakanlig: tarafindan Istiklal
Marst’nin yazilmasi ile ilgili bir yarisma
diizenlenmistir. Mehmet Akif, diizenlenen
yarismayt  kazanmast  halinde  odiilu
almayacag sartryla katilmig ve 10 giin icinde
“Kahraman Ordumuza” ithaf edilen siirin
yazimini bitirmistir. Meclisteki goriismeler
sonrasinda 12 Mart 1921 tarihinde Mehmet
Akif’in yazdig1 siir “Istiklal Mars1” olarak
kabul edilmistir. Mehmet Akif, kazandigi
500 liralik odiilii yoksul kadin ve ¢ocuklara
is 0greten “Darililmesai”’ye bagislamistir.

Istiklal Marsi’m1 milletine hediye
eden biiylik sair 29 Aralik 1936 tarihinde
vefat etmistir. Cenazesinde 6zel bir izinle
Istiklal Mars1 ¢alman ilk kisidir. Mehmet
Akif hayati boyunca eserlerini sanat icin
degil, toplumun iyilesmesi i¢in bir arag
olarak viicuda getirmistir. 4 Mayis 2007
tarihli, 5649 sayili Kanun ile her yil Istiklal
Marsi’nin kabul edildigi giin olan 12 Mart,
Mehmet Akif Ersoy’u Anma Giinii olarak
kabul edilmistir.

Kiirsisii’'nde” in 1912, his third “Hakkin Sesleri”
and fourth “Fatih Kiirsiisii’nde” in 1913 and his fifth
book “Hatiralar” was published in 1917. Mehmet
Akif preached and addressed to the public in
Beyazit and Siilleymaniye Mosques (February 1913)
regarding removal of distress, calling people to unite
and giving moral support to the army.

Mehmet Akif, who had decided to pass to
Anatolia during the War of Independence, got an
invitation from Mustafa Kemal Pasa in those days and
after his arrival in Ankara, on 5 June 1920 on order
of Mustafa Kemal Pasa, he was elected as member
of parliament instead of a member of parliament who
resigned in Burdur.

During this period, writing a national anthem
was proposed in order to strengthen the morale of
the people and the soldiers and to be used in the
improving foreign contacts and diplomatic relations
of the newly-established Turkish Grand National
Assembly and a competition was organized by the
Ministry of Education to write the Turkish National
Anthem. Mehmet Akif joined the contest on
condition that if he won, he would not receive the
prize and he finished writing the poem in 10 days
which is dedicated “To Our Brave Army”. After the
meetings in the parliament, Mehmet Akif’s poem
was accepted as “Istiklal Mars1 (Turkish National
Anthem)” on 12 March 1921. Mehmet Akif granted
the 500-lira prize that he won to “Dariilmesai” which
provided vocational training to poor women and
children.

The great poet who presented the Turkish
National Anthem to his nation died on 29 December
1936. He was the first person to have the national
anthem performed at his funeral with a special
permission. For all his life, Mehmet Akif created his
works not for art itself but as a means for the well-
being of the society. With the Law dated 4 May 2007
and numbered 5649, the 12" of March on which the
Turkish National Anthem was accepted is agreed to
be the Remembrance Day of Mehmet Akif Ersoy
every year.

Hiiseyin Bey’den, Italyan Pepini Gai-
to’dan, Fransiz Vondra Bey’den keman dersi,
Saffet Atabinen ile d’Aranda Pasa’dan miizik
bilgisi dersi alarak ilk Tiirk konser kemancisi
olarak yetismistir. Bu yillarda Istanbul Erkek
Muallim Mektebinde miizik 6gretmenligi yapti-
g1 ve Ozel dersler ile halka hizmet verdigi bilin-
mektedir.

Cumhuriyet Donemi’ne gelindiginde 1922
yilinda, sozleri Mehmet Akif Ersoy’a, armoni-
zasyonu Edgar Manas’a, bando diizenlemesi ise
Albay Servet Thsan Kiinger’e ait olan Istiklal
Marsimizi bestelemistir.

1922-1924 yillarindaki ismi Makam-1 Hi-
lafet Muzikas1 olan ve Istanbul’dan Ankara’ya
Mustafa Kemal ATATURK ’iin emriyle tagmarak
ismi degistirilen Riyaset-i Cumhur Musiki Heye-
tinin sefligini yaklasik 10 y1l siire ile ytiriitmiis,
ayrica llkeye onemli Slgiide miizik 6gretmeni
yetistiren bir kurum olan Musiki Muallim Mek-
tebinin kurulus ¢aligmalarinda bulunarak egitim-

Colonel Osman Zeki Ungor, conductor,
violin player, composer and educator, was born
in Uskiidar, Istanbul in 1880. After his education
in Besiktas Military Middle School, he entered
the Imperial Band (today’s Harmony Band
Command) in 1891 when he was 11 and attracted
the attention of Sultan Abdulhamit II. Upon
Sultan’s order he took violin lessons from French
Vondra Bey and was appointed as concertmaster
of the Imperial Band. He took violin lessons from
Hiiseyin Bey, Italian Pepini Gaito and French
Vondra Bey and musical knowledge lessons
from Saffet Atabinen and d’Aranda Pasa and
was trained as the first Turkish concert violinist.
In these years, he is known to serve people
by working as a music teacher in the Istanbul
Teacher Training School for Boys and with
private lessons. In 1922 in the republican period,
he composed the Turkish National Anthem
of which the lyrics belonged to Mehmet Akif
Ersoy, harmonization to Edgar Manas and band
arrangement to Colonel Servet fhsan Kiinger.
For nearly 10 years, he continued as bandmaster
of the Riyaset-1 Cumhur Musiki Heyeti which
was called Makam-1 Hilafet Mizikas1 (Caliph’s
Band) between 1922 and 1924 and moved to
Ankara and renamed upon Mustafa Kemal
ATATURK’s order and moreover he worked as
educator and headmaster in establishing Musiki
Muallim Mektebi (Music Teachers School), an
institution which trained music teachers for the
nation. In these duties, he trained teachers for
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cilik ve miidiirliik yapmistir. Bu goérevlerinde top-
luma yararli 6gretmenler yetistirmis, ¢esitli resmi
konserler ve halk konserleri vererek toplumda
modern miizik anlayisinin benimsenmesine katki-
larda bulunmustur.

Riyaset-i Cumhur Musiki  Heyetinin
1932 yilinda c¢ikarilan karar ile Riyaset-i
Cumhur Armoni Muzikas1 (Cumhurbaskanligi
Armoni  Muzikas1)) ve Riyaset-i Cumhur
Filarmoni Orkestras1 (Cumhurbaskanligi Senfoni
Orkestrasi) seklinde ikiye ayrilmasinin ardindan,
Filarmoni Orkestrasinin = sefligini  yiirlitmiis,
yogun caligsmalar1 sayesinde orkestranin sanatsal
seviyesini uluslararas1 seviyeye denk bir hale
getirmistir.

the benefit of the nation and contributed to the
adoption of modern music concept in the society
by giving official and public concerts. After the
separation of Riyaset-i Cumhur Musiki Heyeti
(Presidential Music Group) into two parts with
a decree issued in 1932 as Riyaset-i Cumhur
Armoni Muzikasi (Presidential Harmony Band
Command) and Riyaset-i Cumhur Filarmoni
Orkestras1 (Presidential Symphony Orchestra),
he conducted the Philarmonic Orchestra and
as a result of his intensive studies he equalized
the artistic level of the orchestra with an
international level. His main compositions
except the Turkish National Anthem are Ilim
Mars1, Azmii Umit Mars1, Yeni Harfler Marst,
Tore Marsi, Her Adimda Cignedigin Bu Toprak
(March), Bir Giizel Kiz Salincakta (Orchestra
Composition), Cocuk Marsi ve Cumhuriyet
Marsi. Colonel Osman Zeki Ungér, composer
of the Turkish National Anthem, especially
in the beginning of the Republic Period, made
substantial contributions to the musical policies
of the Republic Period, musical culture and
educational life of the Turkish society as an
educator and organizer and with his efforts.

He died in Istanbul on 28 February 1958.
Turkish National Anthem was performed by
the military band at his funeral with a special
permission. He is the second person after
Mehmet Akif Ersoy, writer of the Turkish
National Anthem, to have the national anthem
performed at his funeral.

Sultan II. Mahmut tarafindan, 17 Haziran
1826 tarihinde Yeniceri Ocagi kaldirilarak
yeni kiyafet ve diizenle Asakir-i Mansire-i
Muhammediye isimli yeni bir ordu kurulmustur.
Yeni kurulan bu orduyla beraber; Mekteb-i
Harbiye (Harp Okulu), Mekteb-i Tibbiye
(Tip Fakiiltesi) gibi okullarin ag¢ilmasindan
once 1826 yilinda bugiinkii istanbul Teknik
Universitesi Taskisla binasinda “Muzika-i
Hiimayun” kurulmustur. Kurum yoneticiligi
icin yapilan arayislarin ardindan, Giuseppe
Donizetti  Istanbul’a  getirilerek  Sultan
II. Mahmut’un huzuruna ¢ikarilmis ve 17 Eyliil
1828 tarihinde padisahin oluruyla “Muzika-i
Hiimayun Ustakar1” unvani ve miralay riitbesi
ile gorevine baglamistir. Donizetti 1829 yilinda
“Mahmudiye” marsin1 bestelemis ve bu mars
ilk resmi devlet marsi olmustur. Donizetti
ayrica 1831 yilinda askeri bandolara miizisyen
yetistirmek i¢cin Muzika-i Hiimayun Mektebi
acilmasina da Oncii olmustur. Donizetti 28
yil bu gorevde kalmig, 1855 yilinda mirliva
(tuggeneral) riitbesine terfi etmis ve 1856 yilinda
Istanbul’da vefat etmistir.

Harmony Band Command, one of the oldest
musical institutions of the Turkish nation that
have the most rooted musical tradition in history,
with the historical heritage on its shoulders, is
one of the pioneering institutions of our country
that represent the glorious Turkish Army both
in national and international levels. In 17 June
1826, the Guild of Jannisaries was abolished
and a new army was established called Asakir-i
Manstire-i Muhammediye with a new attire and
order by Sultan Mahmut II. Together with this
newly-established army, before schools such as
Mekteb-i Harbiye (Military Academy), Mekteb-i
Tibbiye (Medical Faculty) were opened,
“Muzika-i Hiimayun (The Imperial Band)” was
established in 1826 in the Tagkisla building of the
Istanbul Technical University of our day. After a
search for a director for the institution, Giuseppe
Donizetti was brought to Istanbul and presented
to Sultan Mahmut II and took office with the title
of “Muzika-i Hiimayun Ustakar1” and the rank of
colonel. Donizetti composed the “Mahmudiye”
march in 1829 and this march became the first
official state march. Donizetti also pioneered the
opening of the Muzika-i Hiimayun Mektebi (The
Imperial Band School) in 1831 in order to train
musicians for military bands. Donizetti remained
in office for 28 years, was promoted to the rank
of brigadier general in 1855 and died in Istanbul
in 1856.
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Donizetti’nin vefatinin ardindan aslinda
bir opera orkestrasi sefi olan Guatelli saraya
cagrilarak  Muzika-i Hiimayunun bagina
getirilmistir.  1856-1858  yillar1  arasinda
calistiktan sonra yerini Pisani’ye birakmuis,
ardindan 1863’te tekrar géreve donmiis ve 1899
yilinda vefat edene kadar gorevini siirdiirmiistiir.
Guatelli birgok 6grenci yetistirmis, bu 6grenciler
arasindan 1856 yilinda klarnet icracisi olarak
kuruma giren ve miralay riitbesine kadar
yiikselen Mehmet Ali Bey ilk Tiirk bando sefi
olarak tarihe gegmistir.

1886 yilinda Esat Pasa’nin tavsiyesi ile
Muzika-i Hiimayuna piyanist olarak atamasi
yapilan Fernando de Aranda, 1899 yilinda
Guatelli’nin vefatinin ardindan kurumun basina
getirilmistir. Onun doneminde nota arsivi yeniden
diizenlenmis, bandoya yeni enstriiman ¢esitleri
eklenmistir. Saray tarafindan oldukc¢a takdir
edilen Aranda kuruma girisinden 13 yil sonra
pasalik riitbesine erigmistir. II. Mesrutiyet ile
saray kadrolarinin diizenlenmesi ve yabancilarin
hizmetlerine son verilmesi kararlari sebebiyle
gorevine son verilmistir.

II. Mesrutiyet’in ilanindan sonra Muzika-i
Hiimayunun basma Miralay Mustafa Saffet
(Atabinen) Bey getirilmistir. Onun zamaninda
bando 70 kisi olarak yeniden diizenlenmis,
Muzika-i Hiimayunun miizisyen kadrosu 300
kisiden 120’ye diisiirilmiis, ayrica kurum
Glmiissuyu Kislasina taginmistir. Saffet Bey
emekli olduktan sonra Miralay Zati (Arca) Bey
1916 yilinda yoneticilige getirilmigtir. 1922
yilinda saltanatin kaldirilmasiyla kurum halifelik

After Donizetti’s death, Guatelli, who was
actually an opera conductor, was summoned
to the palace and appointed as the head of the
Muzika-1 Hiimayun. After he worked between
1856 and1858, he left his place to Pisani and
then returned to work in 1863 and remained in
office until his death in 1899. Guatelli trained
many students and among these students,
Mehmet Ali Bey who entered the institution as a
clarinet player in 1856 and was promoted up to
the rank of colonel went down in history as the
first Turkish bandmaster.

Fernando de Aranda who was appointed as
pianist to the Muzika-i Hiimayun in 1886 upon
Esat Pasa’s recommendation was brought to the
head of the institution in 1899 after Guatelli’s
death. During his term of office, notes archive
was reorganized and new types of instruments
were added to the band. Aranda who was much
appreciated by the palace reached to the rank
of general 13 years after his entrance into the
institution. With the Second Constitutional
Period, he was removed from office due to the
decrees concerning the organization of palace
cadres and discharging of foreign nationals. After
the declaration of the Second Constitutional
Period, Colonel Mustafa Saffet (Atabinen) Bey
was appointed as the head of Muzika-1 Hiimayun.
During his term, the band was reorganized as
having 70 people, the staff of musicians was
reduced to 120 from 300 and the institution
moved to the Giimiissuyu barracks. After Saffet
Bey retired, Colonel Zati (Arca) Bey was brought
to the management in 1916. Upon abolition of

Ayni yil kurulan Musiki Muallim Mek-
tebinin Ogretici kadrosu da Riyaseti Cumhur
Musiki Heyeti tlyelerinden olusturulmustur.
1933 yilinda yayli orkestra kismi ayrilarak
Milli Egitim Bakanligina baglanmis ve bugiin-
kii Cumhurbagkanligi Senfoni Orkestras: olan
“Riyaseti Cumhur Filarmoni Orkestras1” adini
almigtir. Bando ise Milli Savunma Bakanligi-
na bagli kalmis ve “Riyaseti Cumhur Armoni
Muzikas1” adin1 almistir.

the Sultanate in 1922, the institution was connected
to the office of caliphate and its name was changed
as “Makam-1 Hilafet Muzikas1” (Caliph’s Band).
After Zati Bey’s retirement in 1924, Colonel Zeki
(Ungor) Bey, composer of the Turkish National
Anthem, came to the management of the institution.
After the declaration of the republic, the institution
was moved to Ankara on 27 April 1924 upon
directives of Mustafa Kemal ATATURK and named
“Riyaseti Cumhur Musiki Heyeti (Presidential
Music Group)”. The teaching staff of the Musiki
Muallim Mektebi (Music Teachers School)
established in the same year was also constituted
from the members of the Riyaseti Cumhur Musiki
Heyeti. In 1933, the string instrument part of the
orchestra was separated and connected to the
Ministry of National Education and was named
as “Riyaseti Cumhur Filarmoni Orkestrasi” which
is today’s Presidential Symphony Orchestra. And
the band remained within the Ministry of National
Defence and was named “Riyaseti Cumhur Armoni
Muzikasi (Presidential Harmony Band)”. After the
separation, Lieutenant Colonel Veli Kanik assumed
management of the band and continued this
duty until 1943. Ihsan Kiinger who had received
education in Schola Cantorum School in Paris
and played solo clarinet in the French Harmony
Band with a special permission conducted all the
musical activities of the band after he returned
home in 1935. Colonel Kiinger was appointed to the
position of bandmaster in 1943. During his term, the

takip edilmistir. Ayrica Kiinger’in 1srarl
raporlariyla Askeri Muzikalar Ortaokulu 1939
yilinda agilmis ve Cumhurbagkanligi Armoni
Muzikasi’na baglanmistir. Albay [hsan Kiinger
1960 yilina kadar Cumhurbaskanligi Armoni
Muzikas1 Sefligi gorevini yliriitmiistiir.

1963 yilinda bandonun yapisinda ve
gorevlerinde bazi yeni diizenlemeler yapilarak
ismi Kara Kuvvetleri Bando ve Armoni
Mizikasi, 1987 yilinda ise diger kuvvet
personeli miizisyenlerinin de katilimiyla
kadrosu genisletilerek “Tiirk Silahli Kuvvetleri
Armoni Mizikas1”, 2019 yilinda ise Milli
Savunma Bakanligmma baglanarak “Armoni
Mizikas1” olarak degistirilmistir.

Kuruldugu 1826’dan beri cok sesli
miizik anlayisinin iilke ¢capinda yayginlagsmasi
misyonuna oOnciiliik ederek miizikal hayatin
belirleyici  unsurlarindan  olan;  Musiki
Muallim Mektebi, Cumhurbagkanligi Senfoni
Orkestras1 gibi kurumlarin kuruluslarinda
onemli katkilar1 bulunan Armoni Mizikasi
tarihi misyonunu titizlikle stirdiirmeye devam
etmektedir.

Presidential Harmony Band started radio concerts
and these concerts were followed with interest in
and outside the country. Moreover, upon Kiinger’s
persistent reports, Military Bands Secondary
School was opened in 1939 and connected to the
Presidential Harmony Band. Colonel Ihsan Kiinger
worked as Bandmaster of the Presidential Harmony
Band until 1960. In 1963, some new arrangements
were made concerning the structure and duties of
the band and it was renamed as Land Forces Band
and Harmony Band, in 1987 its staff was expanded
with the participation of musician personnel of the
other services and named as “Turkish Armed Forces
Harmony Band”, and in 2019 it was connected
to Ministry of National Defence and renamed as
“Harmony Band”. Since its establishment in 1826,
Harmony Band, which has been a determining
factor of musical life by pioneering the mission of
popularizing of the concept of polyphonic music
across the nation, and which has substantially
contributed to the establishment of institutions
such as Music Teachers School and Presidential
Symphony Orchestra continues its historical
mission fastidiously.
